THE CALL TO WORSHIP
William Shishko
Jesus calls us from the worship
of the vain world's golden store,
from each idol that would keep us,
saying, "Christian, love me more."
("Jesus Calls Us," stanza 3)
The world calls us to its various forms of worship every
day. Advertisements call us to spend our money (the wor-
ship of mammon). In various ways, we are called to give
our time to sports, television, and other amusements (the
worship of pleasure). We even so plan things that we be-
come the center of our own lives (the worship of self). The
call to worship for Lord's Day services is designed to call
us away from all other worship so that we will focus on the
true and living God.

When you come to worship on Sunday morning, you may
be upset after an argument in the car on the way. You
may feel harried after getting your children out of Bible
school classes, into the bathrooms, and up to the audito-
rium (on time!) after hurriedly giving them snacks. You
may be tired from a busy previous week. You may be out
of sorts for any number of reasons.

The call to worship bids you to put all of those things
aside and enter solemnly and joyfully into the high privi-
lege of worship. God himself, through his minister, calls
you to give him the glory that is due to his name. Listen
carefully to the words of the call to worship (NKJV):

"Enter into His gates with thanksgiving, and into His courts
with praise" (Ps. 100:4).

"Worship the Lord in the beauty of holiness" (Ps. 29:2).

"Oh, sing to the Lord a new song! For He has done mar-
velous things" (Ps. 98:1).

"Oh come, let us worship and bow down" (Ps. 95:6).

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Yes to Man and Woman in Marriage
No to Same-Sex Marriage

First, we affirm that the unalienable rights of life, liberty and property, and hence the power to pursue
happiness, are given by the Creator to all people equally, as individual people, regardless of religion, sex-
ual identity or other criteria. This affirmation is rooted uniquely in the assumptions of Genesis 1-2, and
reflected in the Declaration of Independence and the U.S. Constitution.

We also affirm that the Creator defines human sexuality in the context of the marriage of one man and one woman in
mutual fidelity, serving as the basis for a healthy society and the well being of children. In human history, no society
rooted in the approval of homosexuality, in any capacity, has ever produced unalienable rights for the larger social order.

Nonetheless, same-sex marriage is being advanced, without historical precedent, as an unalienable right, even when
heterosexual marriage has never been regarded this way. Therefore, we believe same-sex marriage advocates need to

answer four questions:

1. Are unalienable rights being redefined?

2. If so, why?

3. If so, what is the new basis for these rights?

What are the consequences? For -sxmamage thys prevaillovedthetreligiousfipolit-g ht o
cal and economic liberty to dissent from it?

Second, isexual orientationo is malleable, and there is nc
homosexuality. Therefore, we believe same-sex marriage advocates need to answer two further questions:

1. Wwhat is the evidence that homosexuality is a fixed and
tion?

What prevents any other group from claiming a subjective identity as a civil rights class?

And finally, we affirm the words of Jesus: fiCome to me, al

For those who struggle with homosexual temptation, or any other temptation, Jesus invites us to come to him, and on his
terms. We too, as ministers of the Gospel and leaders in the church, have the exact same need, daily, to seek God's
grace to overcome any range of temptations that may come our way - as is common with all people.

Jesus affirms marriage as defined in the biblical order of creation, and he fulfilled the Law of Moses that says no to ho-
mosexual acts. Therefore, those who wish to be reconciled with the biblical understanding of Jesus are invited to affirm
marriage as one man and one woman, and to forsake all other definitions of human sexuality.

All people are created as image-bearers of God, seeking peace, order, stability and hope, to live, to love, to laugh and to
learn. The question is whether we seek these qualities on our Creator's terms, or on our own broken terms.
